1.  Old Business: 

Critical Environmental Area Information (CEA) Update- Waiting until all parties are updated with information. Copies for all members to follow.  

Summation of SEQR information: Albany DEC representative suggested that the Planning Board  talk with them so township may gain a better understanding of what is being done. Tony has concerns  as to where Caroline will result with the changes being made in the Ithaca area.  Is there a land control issue?  Chad: The Susan Barr discussion stressed the  points of worst case scenarios for each individual issue. Expected to gain expert consultation to anchor the public meetings to gain leverage with the public sector.  (Counsel with Ewing-Albany DEC) 

2.  Report of Current Board decisions, Dominic Frongillo, Town Board Liaison

1. Barrile II  Project to commence beginning the week of  June 14, 2010 until end of summer.

2. Erosion study being done by community science Institute (this is volunteer based) just released a report that Six Mile Creek is a major contributor to Cayuga Lake sediment build-up. The Committee believes that the sediment in the stream is from decades ago.

3. Dog Census a  letter is to be mailed out to all community members to facilitate decision regarding need for dog census visit to the residents.  Dog Control is a large issue in Tompkins county; the census will promote cost allocation to the town. 

4. Road Construction & Excavation Law—re: culverts need to request permission from Caroline Highway Department from a list of contractors named by the Town Board. (Code Officer to oversee required application/permits)

5. Resolution passed for financing renewable energy and energy efficiency for homes.  
3.  New Business: 
SEQR: Primary issue with land control is the ability of  the Town to change how privately owned land is used. 

Meeting planned  between Pete Hoyt, Town Board Councilman and Toby McDonald, Town Board Councilman to talk about Industrial Site Plan Review.  Economic benefit for the town were stressed; Looking to councilmen for explanation to help Planning Board  members to find a comfort level to proceed with planning. Agreed members would like to see all legislators come out to explain to the landowners what the economic benefits would be for them in the future.  Planning Board  members would like explanation of the Municipal Home Rule Law, and what the Town’s intentions are; perhaps Guy Krogh Thaler & Thaler, legal council for the Town.
